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John 2 
The wedding at Cana 
 
On the third day there was a wedding at Cana in Galilee, and the mother of Jesus was 
there. 2 Jesus also was invited to the wedding with his disciples. 3 When the wine ran out, 
the mother of Jesus said to him, “They have no wine.” 4 And Jesus said to 
her, “Woman, what does this have to do with me? My hour has not yet come.” 5 His 
mother said to the servants, “Do whatever he tells you.” 
 
6 Now there were six stone water jars there for the Jewish rites of purification, each 
holding twenty or thirty gallons. 7 Jesus said to the servants, “Fill the jars with 
water.” And they filled them up to the brim. 8 And he said to them, “Now draw some out 
and take it to the master of the feast.” So they took it. 9 When the master of the feast 
tasted the water now become wine, and did not know where it came from (though the 
servants who had drawn the water knew), the master of the feast called the 
bridegroom 10 and said to him, “Everyone serves the good wine first, and when people 
have drunk freely, then the poor wine. But you have kept the good wine until 
now.” 11 This, the first of his signs, Jesus did at Cana in Galilee, and manifested his glory. 
And his disciples believed in him. 
 
12 After this he went down to Capernaum, with his mother and his brothers and his 
disciples, and they stayed there for a few days. 

Jesus cleanses the Temple 
 
13 The Passover of the Jews was at hand, and Jesus went up to Jerusalem. 14 In the temple 
he found those who were selling oxen and sheep and pigeons, and the money-changers 
sitting there. 15 And making a whip of cords, he drove them all out of the temple, with the 
sheep and oxen. And he poured out the coins of the money-changers and overturned their 
tables. 16 And he told those who sold the pigeons, “Take these things away; do not 
make my Father's house a house of trade.” 17 His disciples remembered that it was 
written, “Zeal for your house will consume me.” 
 
18 So the Jews said to him, “What sign do you show us for doing these things?” 19 Jesus 
answered them, “Destroy this temple, and in three days I will raise it up.” 20 The Jews 
then said, “It has taken forty-six years to build this temple, and will you raise it up in 
three days?” 21 But he was speaking about the temple of his body. 22 When therefore he 
was raised from the dead, his disciples remembered that he had said this, and they 
believed the Scripture and the word that Jesus had spoken. 

Jesus knows what is in man 
 
23 Now when he was in Jerusalem at the Passover Feast, many believed in his name when 
they saw the signs that he was doing. 24 But Jesus on his part did not entrust himself to 
them, because he knew all people 25 and needed no one to bear witness about man, for he 
himself knew what was in man. 
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Cross References 
2 Corinthians 5 v 17: Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation. 

John 5 v 19: So Jesus said to them, “Truly, truly, I say to you, the Son can do nothing of his own 
accord, but only what he sees the Father doing. For whatever the Father does, that the Son does 
likewise.  

John 5 v 30: “I can do nothing on my own. As I hear, I judge, and my judgment is just, because I 
seek not my own will but the will of him who sent me. 

John 8 v 28, 29: So Jesus said to them, “When you have lifted up the Son of Man, then you will 
know that I am he, and that I do nothing on my own authority, but speak just as the Father taught 
me. 29 And he who sent me is with me. He has not left me alone, for I always do the things that 
are pleasing to him.”  

John 20 v 30, 31: Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of the disciples, which are not 
written in this book; 31 but these are written so that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the 
Son of God, and that by believing you may have life in his name. 

John 4 v 53, 54: The father knew that was the hour when Jesus had said to him, “Your son will 
live.” And he himself believed, and all his household. 54 This was now the second sign that Jesus 
did when he had come from Judea to Galilee. 

John 5 v 2 to 9:  Now there is in Jerusalem by the Sheep Gate a pool, in Aramaic called Bethesda, 
which has five roofed colonnades. 3 In these lay a multitude of invalids—blind, lame, 
and paralyzed. 5 One man was there who had been an invalid for thirty-eight years. 6 When Jesus 
saw him lying there and knew that he had already been there a long time, he said to him, “Do you 
want to be healed?” 7 The sick man answered him, “Sir, I have no one to put me into the pool 
when the water is stirred up, and while I am going another steps down before me.” 8 Jesus said to 
him, “Get up, take up your bed, and walk.” 9 And at once the man was healed, and he took up his 
bed and walked. 

John 6 v 13, 14: So they gathered them up and filled twelve baskets with fragments from the five 
barley loaves left by those who had eaten. 14 When the people saw the sign that he had done, they 
said, “This is indeed the Prophet who is to come into the world!” 

John 6, 18 to 21: The sea became rough because a strong wind was blowing. 19 When they had 
rowed about three or four miles, they saw Jesus walking on the sea and coming near the boat, and 
they were frightened. 20 But he said to them, “It is I; do not be afraid.” 21 Then they were glad to 
take him into the boat, and immediately the boat was at the land to which they were going. 

John 9 v 6, 7: Having said these things, he spit on the ground and made mud with the 
saliva. Then he anointed the man's eyes with the mud 7 and said to him, “Go, wash in the pool of 
Siloam” (which means Sent). So he went and washed and came back seeing. 

John 11 v 43, 44: When he had said these things, he cried out with a loud voice, “Lazarus, come 
out.” 44 The man who had died came out, his hands and feet bound with linen strips, and his face 
wrapped with a cloth. Jesus said to them, “Unbind him, and let him go.” 
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Psalm 69 v 9: For zeal for your house has consumed me, 
    and the reproaches of those who reproach you have fallen on me. 

Matthew 26 v 60, 61: At last two came forward 61 and said, “This man said, ‘I am able to destroy 
the temple of God, and to rebuild it in three days.’” 

Mark 14 v 57 to 59:  And some stood up and bore false witness against him, saying, 58 “We heard 
him say, ‘I will destroy this temple that is made with hands, and in three days I will build 
another, not made with hands.’” 59 Yet even about this their testimony did not agree.  

Matthew 27 v 39, 40: And those who passed by derided him, wagging their heads 40 and 
saying, “You who would destroy the temple and rebuild it in three days, save yourself! If you 
are the Son of God, come down from the cross.” 

Mark 15 v 29, 30: And those who passed by derided him, wagging their heads and 
saying, “Aha! You who would destroy the temple and rebuild it in three days, 30 save yourself, 
and come down from the cross!” 

John 4 v 21 to 24: Jesus said to her, “Woman, believe me, the hour is coming when neither on 
this mountain nor in Jerusalem will you worship the Father. 22 You worship what you do not 
know; we worship what we know, for salvation is from the Jews. 23 But the hour is coming, and is 
now here, when the true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth, for the Father is 
seeking such people to worship him. 24 God is spirit, and those who worship him must worship in 
spirit and truth.” 

Ephesians 2 v 19 to 22: So then you are no longer strangers and aliens, but you are fellow 
citizens with the saints and members of the household of God, 20 built on the foundation of 
the apostles and prophets, Christ Jesus himself being the cornerstone, 21 in whom the whole 
structure, being joined together, grows into a holy temple in the Lord. 22 In him you also are being 
built together into a dwelling place for God by the Spirit. 

1 Peter 2 v 5: you yourselves like living stones are being built up as a spiritual house, to be a holy 
priesthood, to offer spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ. 

Psalm 16 v 10: For you will not abandon my soul to Sheol, 
    or let your holy one see corruption.  

Acts 2 v 27: For you will not abandon my soul to Hades, 
    or let your Holy One see corruption. 

Malachi 3 v 1 to 3: “Behold, I send my messenger, and he will prepare the way before me. And 
the Lord whom you seek will suddenly come to his temple; and the messenger of the covenant in 
whom you delight, behold, he is coming, says the LORD of hosts. 2 But who can endure the day of 
his coming, and who can stand when he appears? For he is like a refiner's fire and like fullers' 
soap. 3 He will sit as a refiner and purifier of silver, and he will purify the sons of Levi and refine 
them like gold and silver, and they will bring offerings in righteousness to the LORD. 

1 Corinthians 6 v 19, 20: Or do you not know that your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit 
within you, whom you have from God? You are not your own, 20 for you were bought with a 
price. So glorify God in your body. 
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
