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Luke 22 v 1 to 34 
The plot to kill Jesus 

22 1 Now the Feast of Unleavened Bread drew near, which is called the Passover. 2 And 
the chief priests and the scribes were seeking how to put him to death, for they feared the 
people. 

Judas to betray Jesus 

3 Then Satan entered into Judas called Iscariot, who was of the number of the twelve. 4 He 
went away and conferred with the chief priests and officers how he might betray him to 
them. 5 And they were glad, and agreed to give him money. 6 So he consented and sought 
an opportunity to betray him to them in the absence of a crowd. 

The Passover with the disciples 

7 Then came the day of Unleavened Bread, on which the Passover lamb had to be 
sacrificed. 8 So Jesus sent Peter and John, saying, “Go and prepare the Passover for us, 
that we may eat it.” 9 They said to him, “Where will you have us prepare it?” 10 He said to 
them, “Behold, when you have entered the city, a man carrying a jar of water will meet 
you. Follow him into the house that he enters 11 and tell the master of the house, ‘The 
Teacher says to you, Where is the guest room, where I may eat the Passover with my 
disciples?’ 12 And he will show you a large upper room furnished; prepare it there.” 
13 And they went and found it just as he had told them, and they prepared the Passover. 

Institution of the Lord's supper 

14 And when the hour came, he reclined at table, and the apostles with him. 15 And he said 
to them, “I have earnestly desired to eat this Passover with you before I suffer. 16 For I tell 
you I will not eat it until it is fulfilled in the kingdom of God.” 17 And he took a cup, and 
when he had given thanks he said, “Take this, and divide it among yourselves. 18 For I tell 
you that from now on I will not drink of the fruit of the vine until the kingdom of God 
comes.” 19 And he took bread, and when he had given thanks, he broke it and gave it to 
them, saying, “This is my body, which is given for you. Do this in remembrance of me.” 
20 And likewise the cup after they had eaten, saying, “This cup that is poured out for you 
is the new covenant in my blood.  21 But behold, the hand of him who betrays me is with 
me on the table. 22 For the Son of Man goes as it has been determined, but woe to that 
man by whom he is betrayed!” 23 And they began to question one another, which of them 
it could be who was going to do this. 

Who is the greatest? 

24 A dispute also arose among them, as to which of them was to be regarded as the 
greatest. 25 And he said to them, “The kings of the Gentiles exercise lordship over them, 
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and those in authority over them are called benefactors. 26 But not so with you. Rather, let 
the greatest among you become as the youngest, and the leader as one who serves. 27 For 
who is the greater, one who reclines at table or one who serves? Is it not the one who 
reclines at table? But I am among you as the one who serves. 

28 “You are those who have stayed with me in my trials, 29 and I assign to you, as my 
Father assigned to me, a kingdom, 30 that you may eat and drink at my table in my 
kingdom and sit on thrones judging the twelve tribes of Israel. 

Jesus foretells Peter's denial 

31 “Simon, Simon, behold, Satan demanded to have you, that he might sift you like wheat, 
32 but I have prayed for you that your faith may not fail. And when you have turned again, 
strengthen your brothers.” 33 Peter said to him, “Lord, I am ready to go with you both to 
prison and to death.” 34 Jesus said, “I tell you, Peter, the rooster will not crow this day, 
until you deny three times that you know me.” 

Cross References 
Matthew 26 v 3 to 5: 3 Then the chief priests and the elders of the people gathered in the palace 
of the high priest, whose name was Caiaphas, 4 and plotted together in order to arrest Jesus by 
stealth and kill him. 5 But they said, “Not during the feast, lest there be an uproar among the 
people.” 

Exodus 21 v 32: 32 If the ox gores a slave, male or female, the owner shall give to their master 
thirty shekels of silver, and the ox shall be stoned. 

Zechariah 11 v 12, 13: 12 Then I said to them, “If it seems good to you, give me my wages; but if 
not, keep them.” And they weighed out as my wages thirty pieces of silver. 13 Then the LORD said 
to me, “Throw it to the potter”—the lordly price at which I was priced by them. So I took the 
thirty pieces of silver and threw them into the house of the LORD, to the potter. 

Matthew 27 v 3, 4: 3 Then when Judas, his betrayer, saw that Jesus was condemned, he changed 
his mind and brought back the thirty pieces of silver to the chief priests and the elders, 4 saying, “I 
have sinned by betraying innocent blood.” They said, “What is that to us? See to it yourself.” 

Jeremiah 31 v 31 to 34: “Behold, the days are coming, declares the LORD, when I will make a 
new covenant with the house of Israel and the house of Judah, 32 not like the covenant that I made 
with their fathers on the day when I took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt, 
my covenant that they broke, though I was their husband, declares the LORD. 33 For this is the 
covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, declares the LORD: I will put 
my law within them, and I will write it on their hearts. And I will be their God, and they shall be 
my people. 34 And no longer shall each one teach his neighbour and each his brother, saying, 
‘Know the LORD,’ for they shall all know me, from the least of them to the greatest, declares the 
LORD. For I will forgive their iniquity, and I will remember their sin no more.” 
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Matthew 26 v 14, 15: 14 Then one of the twelve, whose name was Judas Iscariot, went to the 
chief priests 15 and said, “What will you give me if I deliver him over to you?” And they paid him 
thirty pieces of silver. 16 And from that moment he sought an opportunity to betray him. 

Exodus 6 v 6, 7: Say therefore to the people of Israel, ‘I am the LORD, and I will bring you out 
from under the burdens of the Egyptians, and I will deliver you from slavery to them, and I will 
redeem you with an outstretched arm and with great acts of judgment. 7 I will take you to be my 
people, and I will be your God, and you shall know that I am the LORD your God, who has 
brought you out from under the burdens of the Egyptians…’ 

1 Corinthians 10 v 16: The cup of blessing that we bless, is it not a participation in the blood of 
Christ? The bread that we break, is it not a participation in the body of Christ? 

1 Corinthians 11 v 26: For as often as you eat this bread and drink the cup, you proclaim the 
Lord’s death until he comes. 

Revelation 19 v 9: And the angel said to me, “Write this: Blessed are those who are invited to the 
marriage supper of the Lamb.” 

Matthew 18 v 1: At that time the disciples came to Jesus, saying, “Who is the greatest in the 
kingdom of heaven?” 

Matthew 20 v 20 to 23 20 Then the mother of the sons of Zebedee came up to him with her sons, 
and kneeling before him she asked him for something. 21 And he said to her, “What do you 
want?” She said to him, “Say that these two sons of mine are to sit, one at your right hand and one 
at your left, in your kingdom.” 22 Jesus answered, “You do not know what you are asking. Are 
you able to drink the cup that I am to drink?” They said to him, “We are able.” 23 He said to them, 
“You will drink my cup, but to sit at my right hand and at my left is not mine to grant, but it is for 
those for whom it has been prepared by my Father.” 

Mark 9 v 33, 34: 33 And they came to Capernaum. And when he was in the house he asked them, 
“What were you discussing on the way?” 34 But they kept silent, for on the way they had argued 
with one another about who was the greatest. 

Luke 9 v 46: An argument arose among them as to which of them was the greatest. 

John 13 v 3 to 5:  3 Jesus, knowing that the Father had given all things into his hands, and that he 
had come from God and was going back to God, 4 rose from supper. He laid aside his outer 
garments, and taking a towel, tied it around his waist. 5 Then he poured water into a basin and 
began to wash the disciples' feet and to wipe them with the towel that was wrapped around him. 

Revelation 21 v 14: And the wall of the city had twelve foundations, and on them were the 
twelve names of the twelve apostles of the Lamb. 

Hebrews 7 v 25: Consequently, he is able to save to the uttermost those who draw near to God 
through him, since he always lives to make intercession for them. 
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Revelation 12 v 10: And I heard a loud voice in heaven, saying, “Now the salvation and the 
power and the kingdom of our God and the authority of his Christ have come, for the accuser of 
our brothers has been thrown down, who accuses them day and night before our God.  
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
